Audio and Video Entries:  Submit only one entry on each CD or DVD.  A separate entry form and the appropriate entry fee must accompany each entry. Submit video entries on DVD-R, audio entries on standard audio CD.  Do not submit entries in any other format.  Productions may not be returned.  Please refer to the complete Electronic Media Entry rules. 

Script Entries: Please refer to the “Category Descriptions” for explanation of script categories, and “Submission Checklist” to ensure submission meets contest guidelines.  SUBMIT 3 COPIES OF THE SCRIPT (EACH WITH A COPY OF THIS ENTRY FORM).

Web Design Entries:

Any web site that meets the following guidelines and that will be live during the nominating period, 10/08/10 –11/06/10, is eligible.

A web site must have ties to an educational electronic media outlet (i.e. campus) or program in order to be considered. This includes sites that relate to a specific show, segment, station, or network. Sites that showcase live events may enter, though NBS cannot ensure that the live portions of the site will be seen at any point in the judging process   Sites that are password protected and not accessible to the general public are not eligible. Sites that require a fee are eligible if they offer a free trial period. The judges will review the site via this trial period. Sites requiring registration are permitted. There is no limit to the number of entries that may be submitted by any entrant. A complete entry form and separate fee must accompany each submission. While non-English speaking web sites are not explicitly forbidden, sites must be accessible to our English-speaking judges. Sites that contain pornographic material, propagate "hate" messages, or which are otherwise extraordinarily offensive are not eligible. Ineligible entries may be disqualified at any phase of the competition. 

Terms and Conditions of Entry 
The Electronic Media Competition Awards assume all entries are original and are the works and property of the entrants, with all rights granted therein. In the event that an entrant without such rights submits an entry, both the entrant and the owner of the work may be contacted. The National Broadcasting Society is not liable for any copyright infringement on the part of the entrant. Submission of any entry acknowledges the right of the National Broadcasting Society to use it for exhibition and publication in any medium.
